2011 Hawaiian Shirt Golf Tournament

To be eligible to WIN 1st or 2nd Place:

(1) Each player’s name must be printed on the score card. (2) Your foursome MUST indicate
on the score card that each player has had at least 2 drives selected, and (3) Your foursome
must have 4 players for all 18 holes (your team will not be eligible if you start or play with less
than 4 players, or if you use more than the number of Mulligans allowed- limit 2 per player for
the day- honor system).

“MOJO?” Scramble Rules:

« A scramble means that, at each hole, all 4 team members tee off and then decide which tee
shot they like best and mark the spot with a tee or ball marker. The “MOJO” scramble is a
scramble with a twist.

« Inthe “MOJO’” Scramble, all 4 players tee off choosing the best shot. The person whose
shot is selected will NOT play the scramble ball, however, they will drop a ball called the “MOJO”
ball, and then proceed to play it the remainder of the hole and record his or her score.

The other 3 team members will play the scramble format until holed. Once the scramble ball and
the MOJO ball are holed, the scorer will put down the scramble ball score and the MOJO ball
score. These 2 scores will be combined together for the total hole score.

* [t [s important to record both scores, because the MOJO Ball will determine tie breakers!

o Putts need to be made within 3 inches of the marked spot (no closer to the hole).
The first ball to go in the hole is counted for the team score.
THERE IS A 2 PUTT RULE in the interest of pace of play. All players will attempt a first
putt. If no one is successful in “holing” it out, the 2nd attempt is conceded.

« Ifthe ball you choose to play is in the hazard (ie: sand, water) the rough or out of bounds,
you cannot drop the ball outside of the hazard or rough even if relief is within one-club
length away.

« Each team member’s drive must be used 2 times during the 18 holes.

o We will be promptly finishing the round and coming in for the dinner & awards ceremony at
5:00pm. Scoring will factor in the number of holes played to be fair for everyone.
If we just keep on pace we should be able to finish all 18 holes in time!
